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*PER ELECTION LIMITS
Contribution limits are election specific with limits resetting after each election only if the candidate’s name will appear on another ballot during the election
cycle. A contributor may not provide one contribution to be allocated for multiple elections. After the general election, contributors may make additional
contributions so long as the overall total given by the contributor does not exceed the amount of a single election limit for that contributor type.
**CASH & ANONYMOUS CONTRIBUTIONS: No more than $50 of a contributor’s contribution may be in cash or from an anonymous source. Cash or anonymous
contributions received in excess of $50 must either be returned to the contributor (if known) or given to the State Treasurer’s office to the general revenue fund of the state
of Oklahoma.
**TRIBES: Contributions from tribes are acceptable, as long as the tribe is not incorporated; tribes follow the individual contribution limit of $2,900 per election.
***COMMITTEE TYPE & PURPOSE: A PAC may only contribute to another PAC of the same type and with the same purpose.
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
